Dear Parents / Carers, 

 

In the last newsletter we asked that you take the time to talk to your child 

about the Foundation of Confidence.  Confidence means not being 

afraid of making mistakes and being willing to try things that you 

might not at first be very good at doing.  

 

 

 

 

This week we would like you to discuss with your child how they can use 

‘Persistence’  during their day at school. We would like you to discuss the 

idea that in life (and school), “To achieve pleasant results in the long-term 

(good marks), you sometimes have to do unpleasant things in the         

short-term.” You can pick an example from you own life or that of another 

person you both know to illustrate the idea that to be successful at things 

we do, we sometimes have to put off the fun activities until after we’ve put 

in the effort on activities that may not be so much fun. Have your child name 

one or two “unpleasant” things they have to do at school to get a good mark 

(for example, check their written work for mistakes). 

 

When you catch your child trying 

hard, give lots of praise (“I like the 

way you did your work before having 

fun,” or “You really tried hard!”).

Hi Everyone, 

Can hardly believe it’s the last week of term.  I’m looking forward to 

the break. 

This week we are celebrating NAIDOC week and I thought of sharing 

a little bit of what I’ve learnt. 

NAIDOC stands for the National Aborigines and Islanders Day    

Observance Committee. Its origins can be traced to the emergence of 

Aboriginal groups in the 1920s which sought to increase awareness in 

the wider community of the status and treatment of Indigenous    

Australians. 

Today, NAIDOC is a celebration of Aboriginal and Torres Strait  

Islander cultures and an opportunity to recognise the contributions of 

Indigenous Australians in various fields.  Activities take place across 

the nation during NAIDOC Week in the first full week of July. 

Since the holidays are around the corner I’ve looked up a couple of 

interesting places where I can take my own kids to discover a little 

more about the heritage and culture of this land and its people. 

The first is the Berndt Museum of Anthropology situated in the 

grounds of the University of Western Australia.  The website says 

that the museum provides an opportunity to examine a variety of 

traditional and contemporary Aboriginal artworks and cultural      

artifacts.  The “Images of Aboriginal Australia” exhibition displays 

many intriguing paintings from the Arnhem Land in the Northern 

Territory and picturesque Kimberley region in the State’s northwest.  

The website also states that you will have the opportunity to inspect 

an extensive photographic collection on the museums computerized 

database. Containing 15,000 photos it captures many aspects of the 

state’s history. 

 

The other good place to visit is the Perth Museum which has the 

‘Katta Djinoong’ Exhibition showcasing the history and culture of the 

Aboriginal peoples of Western Australia from past to present.  The 

exhibition focuses on issues identified as important by Aboriginal   

people - family, land and continuity between traditional and          

contemporary life.  It also examines traditional Aboriginal hunting and 

gathering lifestyles in the four major cultural regions of the           

State – South-West, Desert, North West and Kimberley.             

Katta Djinoong also examines contemporary Aboriginal arts and crafts, 

and issues of ongoing importance from politics to success as sporting  

heroes.  It also provides an opportunity for the Aboriginal peoples of 

this state to share their stories and for visitors to gain a greater   

understanding and appreciation of Western Australia’s Aboriginal’s 

peoples, their role in modern society, and their heritage and cultural 

values.

Important Health Notice 
A student from our school has been diagnosed with Molluscum        

Ciontagiosum.  It is a viral infection of the skin. It appears as small,    

pearl-shaped spots, which are whitish in colour. It is typically found in 

children. It is not a serious disease and usually clears up with in a few 

months. It can, however, last up to two years. 

Advice: Avoid scratching because this may cause further infection. Do 

not share towels used on the infected area with other people. Wash your 

hands after touching the spots. Be patient—the condition will pass.
